Sunnybrook Lanes in Sterling Heights will host on Saturday, Dec. 16 at 2 p.m. and Century Bowl in Waterford Township on Sunday, Dec. 17 at 12:30 p.m.

The cost is $30 per team, handicap is based on 100 percent from 420.
