The Adult / Youth Tournament held Oct. 15 at Hazel Park Bowl was so successful that two more are planned.

The event at Hazel Park Bowl attracted more teams than we could handle and as a result many teams got turned away. 

The maximum number of teams we could handle at the 24-lane facility was 72 by putting six teams on each pair of lanes. Ideally we only wanted to put a maximum of five teams on a pair for a maximum of 60 teams.

A week before the tournament there were 33 teams entered. During the week before the tournament several calls were received at the association office seeking information about the tournament. With the entry count at 33 and the fact that the entry blank stated that entries closed on the day of the event several teams took that to mean that they could walk in and be assured a spot to bowl. 
As the week progressed there were 46 entries on Tuesday, 52 on Wednesday, 55 on Thursday and 63 on Friday. This allowed space for nine walk-in entries on the day of the tournament. Amazingly 35 teams showed up on Sunday morning looking for a spot to bowl. 
A decision was made to add another squad at 5:30 on Oct. 15, but unfortunately most of the teams were unable to come back.

The bottom line the event was very successful; however there were many disappointed bowlers because they couldn’t get a spot to bowl.

Thanks to everyone who bowled and to everyone who showed up. This shows the strength of youth bowlers in our market. The future of our sport is the youth.

As a result the MDUSBC will hold two Adult/Youth events in December. Entry blanks will be out shortly. 

The first one will be Saturday, Dec. 16 at 2 p.m. at Sunnybrook Lanes in Sterling Heights. The maximum number of entries for this event will be 60 teams, four teams to a pair of lanes. 
The second will be Sunday, Dec. 17 at Century Bowl in Waterford Township. The maximum number of entries will be 104 teams, again four teams to a pair of lanes.

On behalf of the MDUSBC I apologize for the inconvenience that the bowlers who did participate endured because of the six teams to a pair and also to those that showed up and were not able to participate.

JACKPOTS

There was a time in this great sport of ours when competition derived from league bowling was enough to satisfy the competitive juices in all of us. Times have changed, however not necessarily for the better.

In many leagues today the cost to enter all of the optional jackpots has become greater than the actual cost to compete in the league (weekly fees). As a result the “total” cost to compete in the league has become more than many bowlers can afford resulting in both loss of bowlers and members.

Under USBC Rule 103b(1) the league board of directors has control of activities within the league which would include jackpots.

The league board of directors should review each of the jackpots that are run in the league to determine if those jackpots are in the best interests of the league. Also the league board of directors should insure that the jackpots are being operated properly. If there is a cut being taken from the jackpots by the collectors this should be made clear to those bowlers who pay their money. If there is any question regarding the operation of the jackpots the board of directors should get the answer and see to it that everything is being run properly.

The league board of directors has a huge responsibility to make sure the league remains strong and maintaining the league in the spirit that it was intended by the membership. This is a key ingredient to that responsibility.
