CRUCHON TOURNAMENT

The Metro Detroit USBC Association has decided that the Steve Cruchon Memorial Tournament will be shelved for 2006. The main driving reason for the shelving is inability to secure a charitable gaming license to sell the raffle tickets for the event. Sales of raffle tickets annually produced over half of the proceeds of the event.

The State of Michigan requires a non-profit organization to be in business for a minimum of six months in order to apply for a license. The MDUSBC was incorporated on May 1, 2006.
Over $210,000 has been raised over the past 16 years with half being donated to the Karmanos Cancer Institute and the other half to the International Bowling Hall of Fame and Museum in the name of the late Steve Cruchon.

The MDUSBC will bring back the event in 2007 after obtaining a charitable gaming license and being able to sell raffle tickets once again.

NEW AWARD POLICIES

Some new policies have been implemented regarding high score awards:

· From the time a high score award (ring, watch or plaque) is shipped to either the bowler or the association office there is a 90-day time period in which a claim may be made for not receiving the award. After the 90-day time period the bowler is financially responsible for replacing the award if they desire. Generally the award will be shipped within 4-6 weeks after the completed award application is received and processed at the MDUSBC office.

· If your league is not certified within 30 days of the start of the league schedule high score awards will be administratively rejected by USBC, subject to appeal.

· Any ring size changes will be charged a $10 resizing fee if the ring size is different than on the award application.

· Honor score awards bowled in unopposed pre-bowl or postponements will not be honored.

NEW CHANGES FOR THE FALL SEASON

Many new and exciting changes will happen in the upcoming 2006-07 season. The Metro Detroit USBC Association has approved a new awards program for adults and youth to complement the USBC awards program. 

Since the Metro Detroit USBC Association is a merged association the membership application cards will be the same for adults and slightly different for youth. For league secretaries the league application has also changed. The MDUSBC will send out the league dues worksheet to help the league secretary figure everything out. The annual dues are set at $19 for all adult members of MDUSBC and $13 for youth members of MDUSBC.

Similarly the local awards program, awards application process and the other products and services provided by the MDUSBC has been streamlined.

MDUSBC TOURNAMENTS

New this year is the MDUSBC Adult/Youth Tournament. The event will be a doubles format with the teams competing for scholarship money only. 

One adult MDUSBC member and one youth MDUSBC member constitute a team.

The cost to enter is $30 per team. 

The tournament will be held Sunday, Oct. 15 at Hazel Park Bowl. At this time there will be one squad beginning at 1 p.m.

The MDUSBC Mixed Tournament is scheduled to begin Oct. 21 at Hazel Park Bowl in Hazel Park. The event runs Saturdays and Sundays through Nov. 12.

The tournament features a $3,000 first prize, based on 300 entries. The entry fee is $100 per team and payable at the time of submitting the entry blank. Reservations are now being accepted. Squad times on the above days are 11 a.m. and 2 p.m.

Handicap is based on 90 percent of the difference between team average and 920.

On Saturday, Oct. 28 the MDUSBC Junior Masters will be contested at Indian Lanes in Wyandotte. This is a scratch event and a Junior Gold qualifier open to MDUSBC youth bowlers.
The event starts at 10 a.m. with a cost of $45 to enter.
