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TOURNAMENT DEADLINES APPROACHING

The Metro Detroit USBC Association will conduct Annual Open & Women’s Championship Tournament starting Sat., March 24 through April 22 at two different sites. The tournament will not run during Easter weekend (April 7-8).

The Open Championship will take place at Century Bowl in Waterford Township. The tourney runs Saturdays and Sundays with squad times at 9 a.m. and 12:30 p.m.

The Women’s Championship will be contested at Shore Lanes in St. Clair Shores on Saturdays and Sundays with squad times at 9 a.m. and 1 p.m.

All events, team, doubles and singles, for both tournaments will be contested at the same respective site. Handicap is based on 90 percent from 230. Squad organizers of 10 or more teams are eligible for $10 per team organized. Spots can be paid for by check made out to MDUSBC, VISA or MasterCard. The prize ratio will be at least 1 in 10 entries. Reserved spots must be paid for by Feb. 16.

For the Women’s Championship there are three average divisions (149 and under, 150-169 average and 170 average an up). The cost is $20 per person per event and a $2 all-events fee. The Women’s Championship is open to all female members of the MDUSBC who bowled at least 21 games in the 2005-06 season in the Detroit Women’s Bowling Association, Pontiac Women’s Bowling Association, Greater Detroit Bowling Association or Greater Detroit Youth Association or have 21 games or more in the current season in MDUSBC as of the time of bowling.

For the Open Championship the cost is $25 per person per event and a $10 all-events fee. The Open Championship is open to all members of the MDUSBC who bowled at least 21 games in the 2005-06 season in the Detroit Women’s Bowling Association, Pontiac Women’s Bowling Association, Greater Detroit Bowling Association or Greater Detroit Youth Association or have 21 games or more in the current season in MDUSBC as of the time of bowling.

In the Open Championship bowlers can bowl as many times as they wish in the team event. They can even bowl with the same exact lineup twice, but only cash once with that lineup. To bowl other times a team can compete by changing two bowlers. However in doubles and singles events a bowler can only compete once.

SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATIONS

The MDUSBC will award four $1,000 scholarships this year to two graduating male and two graduating female seniors.

The scholarships are a result of the Greater Detroit Bowling Association, Detroit Women’s Bowling Association and Pontiac Women’s Bowling Association restricting funds for this purpose.

Applicants must write a minimum 100 word essay about their future educational plans and submit a completed application signed by their coach.

Applications must be submitted to the MDUSBC office by April 15.

SOME INTERESTING STATISTICS

Speaking of youth scholarships did you know that over $14,500 will be awarded to the winners of the recently completed MDUSBC Youth Tournament? 

In all the MDUSBC will award over $23,000 in youth scholarships during the 2006-07 season.
As of this date the MDUSBC has 80,068 members of which 70,117 are adult regular members, 6,050 are youth members, 2,605 are adult senior members and 1,296 are members who paid their national USBC dues in another association.

As of this date over 89,000 awards have been earned by MDUSBC members since May 1, 2006.
This includes 650 - 11-in-a-row game awards, 193 – 298 game awards, 483 – 299 game awards, 2,230 – 300 game awards and 376 – 800 series awards.

The MDUSBC is comprised of 91 bowling centers with 2,784 lane beds. This is an average of 30.6 lanes per center.

The MDUSBC Senior Division Team Tournament will be held at Sterling Lanes in Sterling Heights on Saturday, March 3 and 10 at 12 noon.
