The Metro Detroit USBC Association recently decided which centers will host all of the association’s tournaments for 2007-08 and 2008-09. 
The Adult/Youth Tournament will take place Oct. 7 and 14 at Merribowl Lanes in Livonia.

Cloverlanes in Livonia will host the Mixed Tournament beginning Oct. 20 on weekends concluding Nov. 11.

The Junior Masters will invade Mayflower Lanes in Redford on Oct. 27. Plan on seeing some of the finest youth bowlers anywhere competing.

A new event this year, the Super Senior Masters, will take place on Nov. 3-4 at Beech Lanes in Redford.

Beech Lanes will also host the Queens on Dec. 2.

The 500 Club Tournament will be at Bowl One Lanes in Troy on Dec. 2.

Bonanza Lanes in Warren will host the Youth Tournament beginning Jan. 6, 2008 through Feb. 17.

The Masters will return to Cloverlanes in Livonia on Jan. 19-26.

Mayflower Lanes in Redford will host the Senior Masters on Feb. 9-16.

The Senior Team Tournament will be at Bowl One Lanes in Troy on March 1-8.

Century Bowl in Waterford will host the Women’s Championship beginning Feb. 23 through March 16.

The tournament season will conclude with the Open Championship at Troy Lanes in Troy from March 29 through April 20.

Other action includes creating two divisions in the Open Championship Team Event. Division 1 will be for teams 1001 and over at a cost of $150 with 70% of the prize money supporting a handicap prize list and 30% a scratch prize list. Teams in Division 1 can cash in both the handicap and scratch prize lists.

Division 2 will be for teams 1000 and under at a cost of $125 with 100% of the prize money dedicated to a handicap prize list.
Another change includes changing the number of games in qualifying in the Senior Masters from five to six.

The Metro Detroit USBC Association (MDUSBC) turned one-year-old on May 1 as a result of the merger of the Greater Detroit Bowling Association, Detroit Women’s Bowling Association, Pontiac Women’s Bowling Association and the Greater Detroit Youth.

The board of the organization includes Libbi Fletcher, President; Jerry DeRuiter, Vice-President and board members Roy Biggs, Matt Black, Ann Block, John Davis Jr., Laura Dembek, Mike DeRousie, Aileen Hnidy, Patricia Klix, Anita Maiorana, Scott McLeod, Doug Moye, Randy Smith, Dorothy Thompson and Tony Zainea. Mark Martin is the Association Manager responsible for the day-to-day activities assisted by a very capable staff of eight.

The organization has over 70,000 adult members and 6,000 youth members bowling in 91 bowling centers within the Metro Detroit area making it the largest in the United States Bowling Congress.

In the first year of existence the MDUSBC has created a local awards program, developed a new website www.mdusbc.com, established criteria for women’s, senior women’s, men’s and senior men’s all-city teams, published a yearbook, successfully organized and operated 14 tournaments, successfully organized and operated a fundraiser for Bowlers to Veterans Link which raised over $2,600 and successfully organized and operated a fundraiser for Bowl for the Cure which raised over $16,000.

The adult local dues are $8, combined with national dues of $10 and state dues of $1 for an adult total dues of $19. 

The youth local dues are $3, combined with national dues of $9.50 and state dues of $.50 for a youth total dues of $13.

The MDUSBC is looking for volunteers to serve as association representatives, committee members and tournament/event workers.

Association representatives would be the personal liaison between the MDUSBC and each individual bowling center. Duties would include visiting each league at least three times per season and making award presentations. Each bowling center would have at least one and as many as six association representatives depending on the size of the center.

Committee members would be selected for committee assignments to give direction to the association on what would be best for the membership.

Tournament/event workers would be selected to assist at the many tournaments and events organized by the association.
