The USBC Youth Open will be at Skore Lanes in Taylor from July 7-15 and the Adult/Youth Tournament at Taylor Lanes in Taylor from July 7-10.

Each of these require volunteer score monitors and your help is needed.

SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATIONS

The MDUSBC will award four $1,000 scholarships this year to two graduating male and two graduating female seniors.

The scholarships are a result of the Greater Detroit Bowling Association, Detroit Women’s Bowling Association and Pontiac Women’s Bowling Association restricting funds for this purpose prior to the 2006 merger.

Applicants must write a minimum 100 word essay about their future educational plans and submit a completed application signed by their coach.

In preparation for the USBC Women’s Championship the MDUSBC will conduct a scholarship tournament on the eve of the opening of the championship at Superbowl Lanes in Canton.

This scholarship tournament serves two purposes. First it gives the workers for the tournament live experience to get ready and secondly it will provide scholarships for those youth bowlers who fare well in the event.

The scholarship tournament will take place on Wednesday, April 9 at 6 p.m. The cost is on $10 and all of the entry fees will be returned in the form of scholarships.

AWARDS DEADLINE APPROACHING

Each year the Metro Detroit USBC Association selects deserving individuals for a number of year- end awards. Those awards include the Secretary of the Year, Coach of the Year and Volunteer of the Year. Selections are made from the nominations received from anyone who sees a deserving person from within the association. All applications are due to April 1, 2008.
To be eligible for Secretary of the Year a person must be a current league secretary in the MDUSBC. To be Coach of the Year the coach must be a current youth coach in the MDUSBC.
To be considered for Volunteer of the Year a person must be a MDUSBC Board Member or Officer; or Association Representative Coordinator or Association Representative.

TOURNAMENT DEADLINES APPROACHING

The Metro Detroit USBC Association will conduct Annual Women’s & Open Championship Tournaments with the Women’s Championship starting Sat., February 23 through March 16 and the Open Championship from Sat. March 29 through April 20.

The Women’s Championship will be contested at Sterling Lanes in Sterling Heights on Saturdays and Sundays with squad times at 9 a.m. and 1 p.m.

The Open Championship will take place at Troy Lanes in Troy. The tourney runs Saturdays and Sundays with squad times at 9 a.m. and 12:30 p.m.

All events, team, doubles and singles, for both tournaments will be contested at the same respective site. Handicap is based on 90 percent from 230. Squad organizers of 10 or more teams are eligible for $10 per team organized. Spots can be paid for by check made out to MDUSBC, VISA or MasterCard. The prize ratio will be at least 1 in 10 entries. 

For the Women’s Championship there are three average divisions (149 and under, 150-169 average and 170 average an up). The cost is $20 per person per event and a $2 all-events fee. The Women’s Championship is open to all female members of the MDUSBC who bowled at least 21 games in the 2006-07 season in the Metro Detroit USBC Association or have 21 games or more in the current season in MDUSBC as of the time of bowling.

For the Open Championship the cost is $150 per team for teams with a team average of 1001 or more and $125 for teams with a team average of 1000 or under. Teams with a team average of 1001 or more division can cash in both the actual and handicap prize lists.

Doubles and Singles are $25 per person per event and a $10 all-events fee. The Open Championship is open to all members of the MDUSBC who bowled at least 21 games in the 2006-07 season in the Metro Detroit USBC Association or have 21 games or more in the current season in MDUSBC as of the time of bowling.

In the Open Championship bowlers can bowl as many times as they wish in the team event. They can even bowl with the same exact lineup twice, but only cash once with that lineup. To bowl other times a team can compete by changing two bowlers. However in doubles and singles events a bowler can only compete once.

MDUSBC SENIOR TEAM TOURNAMENT

The MDUSBC Senior Division Team Tournament will be held at Bowl One Lanes in Troy on Saturday, March 1 and 8 at 12 noon.

The event is a 5-person team event. Teams are limited to 1,100 average and handicap is determined based on 100 percent from 1,100.

The entry fee is $75 per team ($15 per person) and entry is limited to USBC members 55 years of age as of March 1.
