TOURNAMENT DEADLINES APPROACHING

The Metro Detroit USBC Association will conduct Annual Women’s & Open Championship Tournaments with the Women’s Championship starting Sat., February 23 through March 16 and the Open Championship from Sat. March 29 through April 20.

The Women’s Championship will be contested at Sterling Lanes in Sterling Heights on Saturdays and Sundays with squad times at 9 a.m. and 1 p.m.

The Open Championship will take place at Troy Lanes in Troy. The tourney runs Saturdays and Sundays with squad times at 9 a.m. and 12:30 p.m.

All events, team, doubles and singles, for both tournaments will be contested at the same respective site. Handicap is based on 90 percent from 230. Squad organizers of 10 or more teams are eligible for $10 per team organized. Spots can be paid for by check made out to MDUSBC, VISA or MasterCard. The prize ratio will be at least 1 in 10 entries. 

For the Women’s Championship there are three average divisions (149 and under, 150-169 average and 170 average an up). The cost is $20 per person per event and a $2 all-events fee. The Women’s Championship is open to all female members of the MDUSBC who bowled at least 21 games in the 2006-07 season in the Metro Detroit USBC Association or have 21 games or more in the current season in MDUSBC as of the time of bowling.

For the Open Championship the cost is $150 per team for teams with a team average of 1001 or more and $125 for teams with a team average of 1000 or under. Doubles and Singles are $25 per person per event and a $10 all-events fee. The Open Championship is open to all members of the MDUSBC who bowled at least 21 games in the 2006-07 season in the Metro Detroit USBC Association or have 21 games or more in the current season in MDUSBC as of the time of bowling.

In the Open Championship bowlers can bowl as many times as they wish in the team event. They can even bowl with the same exact lineup twice, but only cash once with that lineup. To bowl other times a team can compete by changing two bowlers. However in doubles and singles events a bowler can only compete once.

MDUSBC BOWL FOR THE CURE FUNDRAISER

The MDUSBC will host two fundraisers for Bowl for the Cure during February.

The first one will be at Cloverlanes in Livonia on Saturday, Feb. 9 at 1 p.m. and the second one will be at Fairlanes Bowl in Madison Heights on Saturday, Feb. 23 at 1 p.m. 

The cost is $25 ($20 if paid at least four days in advance of the event) which will include three games of 9-pin no-tap bowling and pizza. This event is open to everyone.

MDUSBC SENIOR TEAM TOURNAMENT

The MDUSBC Senior Division Team Tournament will be held at Bowl One Lanes in Troy on Saturday, March 1 and 8 at 12 noon.

The event is a 5-person team event. Teams are limited to 1,100 average and handicap is determined based on 100 percent from 1,100.

The entry fee is $75 per team ($15 per person) and entry is limited to USBC members 55 years of age as of March 1.

ANNUAL MEETING RESULTS
The annual meeting of the Metro Detroit USBC was held on Sunday, Jan. 13.

Reports were given by President Libbi Fletcher outlining the progress the association has made during the first year and the MDUSBC Strategic Plan; Association Manager Mark Martin reporting statistics; Vice-President Mike DeRousie with the financial report; Scott McLeod reporting on tournaments; and Aileen Hnidy with Youth Committee activities. Two bylaw changes were approved. The first one allows for election of directors and officers to be done on a plurality basis rather than majority. The second one changes the quorum requirements for the annual meeting to 30 members.
After the business portion of the meeting was concluded elections were held for President, five adult directors, members of the Youth Committee, delegates to the various state meetings and delegates to the USBC Convention.

Libbi Fletcher was re-elected as President. Debra Dickerson, Kristy King, Patricia Klix, Anita Maiorana and Diane Maluzhinsky were elected as adult directors 

Anita Maiorana, Rose Marsh, Diane Maluzhinsky, Libbi Fletcher, Evelyn Lindsey, Pat Klix, Ann Block and Kristy King were elected as delegates to the Michigan State WBA Annual Meeting.

Libbi Fletcher, Roy Biggs, Scott McLeod, Mike DeRousie and Richard Banks were elected to represent the MDUSBC at the Michigan State BA meeting.

Laura Dembek, Matt Black, Amanda Hirst, Todd Atkinson and Brian Light were elected as delegates to the Michigan State Youth meeting.

The MDUSBC is entitled to 75 delegates to the USBC Convention. At the meeting 30 were elected to represent the association and the president was empowered to appoint additional eligible delegates.

DECEMBER 31ST SHEETS

It is critical that league secretaries return the December 31st average sheets for adult leagues and December 1st and 31st average sheets for youth leagues to the MDUSBC office. This information is used when verifying the results of the various MDUSBC tournaments. If you haven't sent it in yet simply mail or fax the form to us. The fax number is (248) 443-2690.

Along with the December sheets a list of bowlers registered in their league who had not paid their sanction fees in any league according to our records.

While many of these have been resolved some are still lingering. There are many reasons why this situation may have occurred. 

One reason could be a lack of linking two bowlers with similar names together. One card may have been received with a first name of Charles, while the other may be Chuck or some other name the bowler goes by. Remember the Metro Detroit USBC Association database has 362,353 names in it, so sometimes it is difficult for us to figure it out.

It also causes us extreme difficulty when the December 31st sheet comes in with added bowlers and no application cards for the bowler. Many times they only come in with a first initial and last name. Do you know how many J. Smith's there are in the MDUSBC? Believe it or not there are 333 of them.

League secretaries when you get this letter about the bowlers get the information requested and mail or fax it back to us. We want to make sure everyone is accounted for.
