The MDUSBC Senior Team tournament has also been completed and verified. A total of 56 teams participated for the second year in a row. The winners were Girgenti’s Crew with 3,551 captained by Sam Girgenti of St. Clair Shores. Other members of the team were Jeff Suma of Auburn Hills, Jim Lauricella of Sterling Heights, Mike Motrinc of Harrison Township and Dan Mayer of Waterford Township. The low to cash figure was 3,247. The top 14 teams will share in the prize money. Checks will be mailed during the week of March 31.
Congratulations to all of the winners in all of the MDUSBC tournaments during the 2007-08 season and thanks to all who participated. A whole new season of events will begin in the fall and we hope to see you in the winner’s list next year.

SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATIONS

AWARDS DEADLINE APPROACHING

Each year the Metro Detroit USBC Association selects deserving individuals for a number of year- end awards. Those awards include the Secretary of the Year, Coach of the Year and Volunteer of the Year. Selections are made from the nominations received from anyone who sees a deserving person from within the association. All applications are due to April 1, 2008.
To be eligible for Secretary of the Year a person must be a current league secretary in the MDUSBC. To be Coach of the Year the coach must be a current youth coach in the MDUSBC.
To be considered for Volunteer of the Year a person must be a MDUSBC Board Member or Officer; or Association Representative Coordinator or Association Representative.

TOURNAMENT DEADLINES APPROACHING

The Metro Detroit USBC Association will conduct the Annual Open Championship Tournament from Sat. March 29 through April 20.

The Open Championship will take place at Troy Lanes in Troy. The tourney runs Saturdays and Sundays with squad times at 9 a.m. and 12:30 p.m.

All events, team, doubles and singles, for both tournaments will be contested at the same respective site. Handicap is based on 90 percent from 230. Squad organizers of 10 or more teams are eligible for $10 per team organized. Spots can be paid for by check made out to MDUSBC, VISA or MasterCard. The prize ratio will be at least 1 in 10 entries. 

For the Open Championship the cost is $150 per team for teams with a team average of 1001 or more and $125 for teams with a team average of 1000 or under. Teams with a team average of 1001 or more division can cash in both the actual and handicap prize lists.

Doubles and Singles are $25 per person per event and a $10 all-events fee. The Open Championship is open to all members of the MDUSBC who bowled at least 21 games in the 2006-07 season in the Metro Detroit USBC Association or have 21 games or more in the current season in MDUSBC as of the time of bowling.

In the Open Championship bowlers can bowl as many times as they wish in the team event. They can even bowl with the same exact lineup twice, but only cash once with that lineup. To bowl other times a team can compete by changing two bowlers. However in doubles and singles events a bowler can only compete once.
