The Metro Detroit USBC Association recently decided which centers will host all of the association’s tournaments for the 2009-10 season. 

The Adult/Youth Tournament will be held at Country Lanes in Farmington.

Beech Lanes in Redford will host the Doubles Tournament.

Country Lanes will host the Junior Masters.
The Super Senior Masters will take place at Universal Lanes in Warren.

Sunnybrook Lanes in Sterling Heights will host the Queens.

The 500 Club Tournament will be at Century Bowl in Waterford Township.

Sunnybrook Lanes will host the Youth Tournament.

The Masters will visit Rosebowl Lanes in Roseville.

Indian Lanes in Wyandotte will host the Senior Masters.

The Senior Team Tournament will be at Mayflower Lanes in Redford.

Century Bowl in Waterford will host the Women’s Championship.

The tournament season will conclude with the Open Championship at Skore Lanes in Taylor.

The Mixed Tournament will no longer be a mixed event. The format has changed effective with the fall of 2008. The event will be a doubles format with any combination of two USBC players to create a team.

New events scheduled for the 2008-09 season include a fall scratch event and a women’s scratch sweeper series.
The fall scratch event’s format will be six games of qualifying on Saturday cutting to the top 12 for 12 round robin games of match play. Thirty bonus pins will be added for each match play win. The final standings will be based on total pins of qualifying, match play and bonus. The entry fee will be $150. The top prize will be $2,000 based on 72 entries.

The women’s scratch sweeper series will likely begin in October and will be a monthly event on Sunday morning through March (excluding December). The qualifying will be four games across eight lanes cutting to the top four. The top four will bowl a stepladder to determine the winner. The entry fee will be $40. 

Sites for the two new events have not been determined at this point.

The Metro Detroit USBC Association (MDUSBC) turned two-years-old on May 1 as a result of the merger of the Greater Detroit Bowling Association, Detroit Women’s Bowling Association, Pontiac Women’s Bowling Association and the Greater Detroit Youth.

The board of the organization includes Libbi Fletcher, President; Michael DeRousie, Vice-President and board members Richard Banks, Matt Black, Ann Block, John Davis Jr., Laura Dembek, Debra Dickerson, Aileen Hnidy, Patricia Klix, Anita Maiorana, Diane Maluzhinsky, Scott McLeod, Doug Moye, Randy Smith, John Vorpagel and Tony Zainea. Mark Martin is the Association Manager responsible for the day-to-day activities assisted by a very capable staff of eight.

The organization has over 65,000 adult members and 5,000 youth members bowling in 91 bowling centers within the Metro Detroit area making it the largest in the United States Bowling Congress.

The adult local dues are $8, combined with national dues of $10 and state dues of $1 for an adult total dues of $19. 

The youth local dues are $3, combined with national dues of $9.50 and state dues of $.50 for a youth total dues of $13.

The MDUSBC is looking for volunteers to serve as association representatives, committee members and tournament/event workers.

Association representatives would be the personal liaison between the MDUSBC and each individual bowling center. Duties would include visiting each league at least three times per season and making award presentations. Each bowling center would have at least one and as many as six association representatives depending on the size of the center.

Committee members would be selected for committee assignments to give direction to the association on what would be best for the membership.

Tournament/event workers would be selected to assist at the many tournaments and events organized by the association.
