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LEAGUE CERTIFICATIONS COMING IN

Has your league certified on time this year? Each year a number of leagues don't attend to this requirement and lose precious benefits as a result. This is the time of year that all leagues should be sure that your league application, cards and money has been turned in to the Metro Detroit USBC Association. One of the key points for leagues to be eligible for full bonding and award protection is to file your sanction within 30 days of the league start date. 

For many leagues the 5th week of the season has already gone by. If your league is past the 5th week the prize list should have already been approved according to USBC Rule 117a. 

The rule states, “The prize list committee shall submit one or more lists for consideration within five weeks after the start of the season. The prize list shall comply with any rules that have been adopted by the league. Be approved by the board of directors unless the league rules provide for its adoption by the membership. After approval, the prize list may be changed only with the written consent of every team captain or designated representative.”
