In action by the MDUSBC Board and committees the fall Doubles tournament has been eliminated from the schedule, the Youth tournament is still on six Sundays with team, doubles and singles contested on all six dates and the Women’s Championship and Open Championship will be together in the same center at the same time, but the events will still be separate.
The Doubles tournament, changed in 2008 from a mixed event, has been falling in entries for several years and despite the best efforts of everyone involved the event died a slow death.
