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MASTERS CHANGES

The MDUSBC Masters Committee has made some changes for the tournaments for the 2009-2010 season.

All four events listed below will be non-smoking on the concourse and the settee area during competition. Smoking will be allowed in the other areas of the respective facilities.

The Super Senior Masters will remain unchanged and be contested on Nov. 7-8 at Universal Lanes in Warren.

The Senior Masters will remain virtually unchanged except the format for the super senior rolloffs will change with all bowlers in a round bowling a game with the top half advancing. This format is used for the bowlers 70 and older in the Super Senior Masters. The 2010 event will be held Feb. 6, 7 and 13 at Indian Lanes in Wyandotte.

The Masters will become a four-day event once again with the first weekend consisting of two five-game qualifying blocks before the cut to the top 31 plus the defending champion occurs. The entry fee will be increased to $150, however those that enter at least 30 in advance of the event will receive a $10 discount making the entry fee $140 as it was this year. There will be four additional checks paid to bowlers age 50 and older who are non-cashers in the regular prize list. The 2010 Masters will be Jan. 16, 17, 23 and 24 at Rosebowl Lanes in Roseville.
The Classic will be renamed the Kickoff Classic and be held in October. A women’s division will be added, a stepladder finals will determine the winner and any USBC member will be eligible to enter. More details will follow with the dates and location of the event.

TOURNAMENT DEADLINES APPROACHING

The Metro Detroit USBC Association will conduct Annual Open Championship Tournament from Sat. March 28 through April 19.

The Open Championship will take place at Bowl One Lanes in Troy. The tourney runs Saturdays and Sundays with squad times at 9 a.m. and 12:30 p.m.

All events, team, doubles and singles, will be contested at the same site. Handicap is based on 90 percent from 230. Squad organizers of 10 or more teams are eligible for $10 per team organized. Spots can be paid for by check made out to MDUSBC, VISA or MasterCard. The prize ratio will be at least 1 in 10 entries. 

For the Open Championship the cost is $150 per team for teams with a team average of 1001 or more and $125 for teams with a team average of 1000 or under. Doubles and Singles are $25 per person per event and a $10 all-events fee. The Open Championship is open to all members of the MDUSBC who bowled at least 21 games in the 2007-08 season in the Metro Detroit USBC Association or have 21 games or more in the current season in MDUSBC as of the time of bowling.

In the Open Championship bowlers can bowl as many times as they wish in the team, doubles and singles events. They can even bowl with the same exact lineup twice, but only cash once with that lineup. To bowl other times a team can compete by changing two bowlers. In doubles the same two players can bowl together twice, but only cash one. In singles a bowler can only cash once. 

SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATIONS

The MDUSBC will award four $1,000 scholarships this year to two graduating male and two graduating female seniors.

The scholarships are a result of the Greater Detroit Bowling Association, Detroit Women’s Bowling Association and Pontiac Women’s Bowling Association restricting funds for this purpose.

Applicants must write a minimum 100 word essay about their future educational plans and submit a completed application signed by their coach.

Applications must be submitted to the MDUSBC office by April 14, 2009.

AWARDS DEADLINE APPROACHING

Each year the Metro Detroit USBC Association selects deserving individuals for a number of year- end awards. Those awards include the Secretary of the Year, Coach of the Year and Volunteer of the Year. Selections are made from the nominations received from anyone who sees a deserving person from within the association. All applications are due to April 1, 2009.

To be eligible for Secretary of the Year a person must be a current league secretary in the MDUSBC. To be Coach of the Year the coach must be a current youth coach in the MDUSBC.

To be considered for Volunteer of the Year a person must be a MDUSBC Board Member or Officer; or Association Representative Coordinator or Association Representative.
