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NEW THINGS TO BE AWARE OF

Each new bowling season brings changes and this year is no different.

First thing to be aware of is that the high score application for those bowlers who roll a 300 game, 800 series or 900 series changed significantly this year. If the bowler selects a ring there are now several new options to customize the ring. 
In order to minimize confusion and get the award to the bowler as soon as possible BOTH SIDES of the form must be completed. The ring size and customization options are on the back side of the form. When faxing both pages must be faxed in. This is critical to avoid unnecessary delays in processing. 

There is a simplified honor score award form on a single side for those not upgrading their award at www.mdusbc.com under Forms.
The standard USBC youth membership for the fall will include a bowling jersey. Again it is critical that when the youth membership application cards are completed the SIZE must be indicated on the application. Applications without shirt sizes will cause delays in getting the shirts to the youth bowler.

Speaking of the youth program, reservations will be taken for the MDUSBC Youth Tournament starting Sept. 14. This will give coaches and program directors the opportunity to schedule dates and times for the tournament in advance rather than putting down a date and hoping to get it. In order to keep the date and time reserved the entries must be paid for by Dec. 11.

LEAGUE CERTIFICATIONS COMING IN

Has your league certified on time this year? Each year a number of leagues don't attend to this requirement and lose precious benefits as a result. This is the time of year that all leagues should be sure that your certification application, membership application cards and money has been turned in to the Metro Detroit USBC Association. One of the key points for leagues to be eligible for full bonding and award protection is to file your certification application within 30 days of the league start date. JACKPOTS

There was a time in this great sport of ours when competition derived from league bowling was enough to satisfy the competitive juices in all of us. Times have changed, however not necessarily for the better.

In many leagues today the cost to enter all of the optional jackpots has become greater than the actual cost to compete in the league (weekly fees). As a result the “total” cost to compete in the league has become more than many bowlers can afford resulting in both loss of bowlers and members.

Under USBC Rule 103b(1) the league board of directors has control of activities within the league which would include jackpots.

The league board of directors should review each of the jackpots that are run in the league to determine if those jackpots are in the best interests of the league. Also the league board of directors should insure that the jackpots are being operated properly. If there is a cut being taken from the jackpots by the collectors this should be made clear to those bowlers who pay their money. If there is any question regarding the operation of the jackpots the board of directors should get the answer and see to it that everything is being run properly.

The league board of directors has a huge responsibility to make sure the league remains strong and maintaining the league in the spirit that it was intended by the membership. This is a key ingredient to that responsibility.
