This is the time of year that we work on and finalize the process for the men’s, senior men’s, women’s and senior women’s all-city teams.

This is a very laborious task and your help is needed. 

For the men’s and senior men’s categories games of 298, 299 and 300 receive points as does all 800 series.

For the women’s and senior women’s categories games of 279 and better and series above 700.

TOURNAMENT CHECKS

Prize checks for the Women’s and Open Championship are scheduled to be mailed to the team captains on March 25. The prize list will be posted on www.mdusbc.com.

In the past some of the calls we’ve gotten are from bowlers who placed high in both the actual and handicap prize lists. According to tournament rules, except for the Division 1 Team event in the Open Championship, If a team or individual qualifies for both actual and handicap, they can cash for the higher amount only. In the event both amounts are the same, the prize will come from the actual prize list.
Also if a bowler or team wins the actual division of an event, but received a prize check from the handicap division the bowler or team will be honored as the association champion in that event.

USBC CONVENTION
The United States Bowling Congress annual convention will be held from June 29 – July 1 in Grapevine, Tex.

During this time delegates elected from their respective local and state associations will vote on legislation affecting leagues, tournaments and bylaws in addition to electing four new members of the board of directors. Additionally there will be several workshops to inform the delegates about happenings at USBC.

There is only one proposed amendment that may impact some league. This proposed amendment would reduce the age from 55 to 50 for senior leagues. If adopted leagues could still restrict their membership to bowlers 55 and older by adopting a league rule.

There are two proposed bylaw changes. One would require all state and local associations to be merged by August 1, 2012. The other proposed bylaw change would change the time period in which a floor candidate for the USBC Board must file the credentials from 24 hours to 30 days.
Remember these are only proposals outlined above and must be passed by the delegates for them to become effective on Aug. 1, 2011.

Recommended minimum criteria for Coach of the Year is the nominee should be a youth coach for at least two years including the current season, provided outstanding service to the youth program they coach in and organized or helped organize teams into the youth association tournaments.

Volunteer of the Year should have completed training in the MDUSBC Association Representative program, demonstrated willingness to volunteer and participate in MDUSBC programs and served their leagues in the bowling centers they represent as prescribed.

Secretary of the Year nominees should be a league secretary for at least two years including the current season, provided outstanding service to the league(s) they are secretary for, organized or helped organize teams for MDUSBC tournaments, applied for awards in a timely manner and submitted required paperwork to the MDUSBC office in a timely manner. If the league secretary provides something unique to their league that keeps the league vibrant that information should be part of the resume. A copy of the league sheet supporting the work the league secretary does should also accompany the resume.

Nominees for Meritorious Service should have demonstrated service to the bowling community and MDUSBC which elevates the status of our sport. This award could be anyone associated with the local bowling community.

Because the winter season is quickly ending applications must be submitted by April 15.
