BOWLING IQ AND KINGSWOOD LANES
 WORK TOGETHER FOR OUR BOWLERS

I volunteered at the First Time Bowler’s Clinic at Bowling IQ last weekend which was held in partnership by Bowling IQ, Turbo 2-N-1 Grips, and Metro Detroit USBC.   There were actually 3 workshops over 2 different weekends.  On the day I attended, there were 34 bowlers who received classroom instruction followed by on-lane instruction by T.J. Yeip and Max Dombeck, and MDUSBC certified coach, Mark Hurttgam.   

While there, I spoke with Max who shared with me about a relationship that Bowling IQ has created with Kingswood Lanes, so I asked him to share this information with me so I could share it with our bowling industry in this column.

Libbi Fletcher recently wrote in this column:  “I know there are people involved who truly love bowling and are working very hard to make sure that bowling continues to prosper for all of the organizations involved, and that children will embrace bowling so that as the members who have participated during those “golden” years continue to decline, the youth of today will become the bowlers of the future so that our sport continues.” 

And here there is the first 2012 answer coming from Kingswood Lanes and Bowling IQ joining forces to think outside of the box and to work on each other’s strengths and untapped opportunities to create programs in partnership to help bowlers achieve success. 

Among the different projects on the table is a PBA Patterns Summer program for youth bowlers where the know-how of Bowling IQ is matched with Kingswood Lanes’ strong belief and support of the program (half coaching and half tournament setting) that will target prospect and present JV and Varsity bowlers in the area. They also plan to get direct input from team coaches in order to put in place a “perfect” fit to grow talent into reality. 

Kingswood Lanes and Bowling IQ intend to work together by sailing into unchartered waters, believing that to revitalize the sport of bowling, they need to embrace each other’s strengths. One way is by realizing they are not in competition with each other. “I love the idea to be perceived as a Bowling IQ partner from all our bowlers” states Fabrizia Pavone, Kingswood Lanes owner.  “We appreciate their state of the art facility, they can offer some services that we are not able to… and we introduce our bowlers to Bowling IQ to fill the gap. In return they support our bowlers in some of our programs by educating them on the equipment and the technical know-how.  Bowling IQ opens its arms to work with everyone to build our bowler base and hopes to bring back the fun and participation of years past.”   We are very excited to work with Kingswood Lanes” states Max Dombeck, Bowling IQ’s General Manager. “We both believe that there is some work to do to rebuild the image of bowling both as a sport and as a recreational activity. We believe by joining forces, we have a great start.”

Bowling IQ and Kingswood also have a partnership with some of their new leagues and league formats.

One such league is the Bucks to Better Your Bowling League.  This is a 14-week league, 2 games and the bowlers receive $100 in Bowling IQ Bucks to be redeemed at the end of their season at Bowling IQ for equipment or lessons.  This is definitely out of the box thinking and a win-win for both the proprietor and the business.

These are the stories I love to hear and would love to hear more about.  Thank you, Bowling IQ and Kingswood Lanes for doing great things for the sport of bowling here in the Bowling Capital of the World.  I applaud you for stepping up to the plate, working together, and your innovative ideas.
