MDUSBC Senior Masters (only applies to the senior men’s all-city team) — the top 32 finishers as follows:

Michigan State Masters. This is the top ten finishers from the MDUSBC but must be in a cashing position
of the tournament. First, second or third overall in the tournament would receive bonus points of 10, 8, or 5
respectively.

This is the top ten finishers
from the MDUSBC but must be in a cashing position of the tournament. First, second or third overall in the
tournament would receive bonus points of 10, 8, or 5 respectively.
