The Metro Detroit USBC Association (MDUSBC) has named their All City teams for the 2009-10 season.

The teams include men’s, women’s, senior men’s and senior women’s teams based on tournament and league performance from June 1, 2009 through May 31, 2010. A complete list of criteria is available upon request.
David Ewald of Macomb, Michelle Ewald of Clinton Township, Joseph Krajenke of Clinton Township and Nancy Dietrich of Clinton Township are captains of the men’s, women’s, senior men’s and senior women’s teams respectively. Krajenke gained the prestigious nod for the first time in his career.
David Ewald was named captain of the men’s All-City team. He earned 128 points from his third place finish in the MDUSBC Masters, eighth place in MDUSBC Doubles with Mark Moore, winning the Michigan State Doubles with Nicholas Wissinger, eighth from MDUSBC in Michigan State Singles, second place overall in the Michigan State All-Events and first from MDUSBC in USBC All-Events. He also had three 300 games, one 299 game, three 800 series including a 816 high and a high average of 236. This was his ninth appearance on the team.

Rounding out the men’s first team are Nicholas Wissinger IV of Clinton Township (115), Jay Lang of Sterling Heights (111), Mark Moore of Macomb (83) and Kurt Pilon of Warren (83).

Wissinger won the Michigan State Doubles with David Ewald, won the Michigan State All-Events, was first from MDUSBC in USBC Singles and third from MDUSBC in USBC All-Events. He also recorded a high average of 233, posted two 300 games and three 800 series including a high of 804. He is making his 11th appearance.
Lang won the MDUSBC Doubles with Ryan VanHecke, won the MDUSBC All-Events, third from MDUSBC and third overall in the Michigan State Doubles with Kurt Pilon and first from MDUSBC in USBC Doubles with Mark Moore. He had three 300 games, one 299 game, three 800 series with a 817 high and a high average of 235. This was his fifth all-city nod.

Moore is making his eighth appearance on the team. He finished fourth in the MDUSBC Masters, eighth in MDUSBC Doubles with David Ewald, first from MDUSBC in USBC Doubles with Jay Lang and second from MDUSBC in USBC All-Events. He had a high average of 237, two 300 games, one 299 game and three 800 series with a high of 826.
Pilon was third from MDUSBC and third overall in the Michigan State Doubles with Jay Lang, first overall in the Michigan State Singles, third from MDUSBC in Michigan State All-Events and fourth from MDUSBC in USBC All-Events. He had one 299 game, high series of 816 and a high average of 230 in making his fourth appearance. 

MDUSBC Masters Champion Richard Rathburn Jr. of Roseville (79), Jeffrey Austreng of Waterford Township (73), Michigan State Masters Champion Richard Wayne of Westland (72), Terence Haines II of Dearborn Heights (70½) and Craig Nidiffer of Trenton (68) were named to the second team men’s All-City. Newcomers Rathburn, Wayne and Haines join veterans Austreng and Nidiffer.

Pacing the women’s All-City team is Michelle Ewald of Clinton Township, who tallied 95 points. She won the MDUSBC Queens, won the MDUSBC Doubles with Melissa Klug, won the MDUSBC Singles and placed second in the MDUSBC All-Events. She recorded one 300 game and five other games over 279, 28 series over 700 with a 782 high and a high average of 212. This is her tenth appearance on the prestigious team.
Nicole Aleo of Sterling Heights (93), Nicole Idziak-Owsley of Washington (80), Melissa Klug of Macomb (72½) and Felicia Goll of St. Clair Shores (59) join Michelle Ewald on the women’s first team.

Aleo placed second in the MDUSBC Doubles with Kimberly Maddy, won the MDUSBC All-Events, was fourth from MDUSBC in Michigan State Doubles with Nicole Idziak-Owsley, ninth from MDUSBC in Michigan State Singles and won the Michigan State All-Events. She had a high average of 212, recorded one 300 game and two other games over 279 in addition to 12 series over 700 with a high of 775 in earning her second all-city selection.

Idziak-Owsley was 11th in the MDUSBC Queens, fourth in MDUSBC Doubles with Karen Martin, fifth in MDUSBC Singles, sixth in MDUSBC All-Events, fourth from MDUSBC in Michigan State Doubles with Nicole Aleo and fourth from MDUSBC in Michigan State Singles. In earning her sixth all-city designation she had a high average of 224, bowled one 300 game and five other games over 279 and 21 series over 700 with 776 as the high.

Klug placed 13th in the MDUSBC Queens, won the MDUSBC Doubles with Michelle Ewald, tied for eighth from MDUSBC in Michigan State Doubles with Sandra Schultz and was first from MDUSBC in USBC Doubles with Carol Gianotti. Her high average of 218 was complemented with two 297 games and four others over 279 and 12 series over 700 with 788 as the high. This is her second all-city honor.
Goll, making her first appearance on the team, finished sixth in the MDUSBC Queens, was third in MDUSBC Doubles with Melissa Lynch, third in MDUSBC Singles, third in MDUSBC All-Events and second from MDUSBC and third overall in the Michigan State Doubles with Christine Bator. Her high average was 209, had one 290 game and a high series of 728.

Jennifer Heyman of Macomb (51), Christine Bator of Warren (49½), Kelli Williams of Taylor (46), Kara Ryan of Brooklyn (45½) and Michelle Sterbenz of Brownstown Township (36½) round out the second team women’s All-City. Heyman is making her third appearance, Bator her second and the others getting their inaugural nod.
Captaining the senior men’s All-City team is Joseph Krajenke of Clinton Township with 90½ points. He is appearing for the first time on the senior team with a 14th place finish in the MDUSBC Senior Masters, first among seniors in the MDUSBC Doubles with Chris Sand, sixth among seniors in MDUSBC Singles, first among seniors in MDUSBC All-Events, fifth among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State Senior Masters, tied for sixth among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State Doubles with David Ewald and fifth among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State All-Events. He had three 300 games, one 299 game, high series of 844 and a high average of 225.

The senior men’s first team was completed with David Tulak of Taylor (72), Leonard Cianciolo of Warren (70), Charles Graddick of Detroit (64) and Richard Eiermann of Garden City (61). Two-time veterans Tulak, Graddick and Eiermann are joined by newcomer Cianciolo.
Tulak finished 20th in the MDUSBC Senior Masters, 11th in MDUSBC Masters, ninth among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State Doubles with Steve Allen and second among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State All-Events. He had a high average of 232, four 300 games, one 299 game and four 800 series with 814 as the high.

Cianciolo was second from MDUSBC and third overall in the Michigan State Senior Masters, had seven 300 games, four 800 series with 838 as his best and a high average of 235.

Graddick was fourth among seniors in MDUSBC Doubles with Paul Benedict, 10th among seniors in MDUSBC Singles and third among seniors in MDUSBC All-Events. His resume was completed with three 300 games, two 299 games, two 800 series with a 828 high and a high average of 233.

Eiermann was first from MDUSBC and second overall in the Michigan State Senior Masters, was 10th among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State Doubles with Jim Grant, first among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State Singles and sixth among MDUSBC seniors in the Michigan State All-Events. He had one 300 game and a high average of 226.

Larry Walker of Garden City (55), Edwin Austreng of Waterford Township (47), J.L. Jones of Lincoln Park (46), Jimmy Magolan of Shelby Township (46) and Kenneth McMillan of Livonia (45) round out the senior men’s second team. Austreng is making his fourth appearance, Walker his third and Magolan and McMillan their second. Jones is the lone rookie.

Nancy Dietrich of Clinton Township, with 64 points, is the captain of the senior women’s All-City team. She was fourth in the MDUSBC Queens, second among seniors in the MDUSBC Singles, second among seniors in MDUSBC All-Events, fourth among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State Doubles with Carol Roberts, seventh among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State Singles and second among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State All-Events. She is making her second appearance after a one-year absence, had a high game of 300, high series of 726 and high average of 204.
Virginia Austin of Warren (60), Yvonne Ogburn of Detroit (57), Sandra Zureki of Dearborn (49) and Susan Labiak of Utica (33) completed the senior women’s first team. Ogburn was named for the fourth time, Austin the third, while Zureki and Labiak are appearing for the first time.

Austin finished second in the MDUSBC Senior Queens, third among seniors in MDUSBC Doubles with Michelle Robinson, third among seniors in MDUSBC Singles and was the top senior in the MDUSBC All-Events. She had one 300 game, one 290 game and a high average of 219.
Ogburn won the MDUSBC Senior Queens and was third among seniors in MDUSBC All-Events. Three 300 games, three series over 700 with a 791 high and a high average of 220 completed her resume.

Zureki bowled well in the Michigan State tournament as the top MDUSBC senior in Doubles with Penelope Morgan, first among MDUSBC seniors in Singles and third among MDUSBC seniors in All-Events. Along with her high average of 209 she had one 300 game.

Labiak was second among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State Doubles with Lauren Roberts and first among MDUSBC seniors in Michigan State All-Events. She had two series over 700 with a 711 high and a high average of 207.
Debra Dickerson of Detroit (32), Susan Szachta of Warren (28) Gwendolyn Finley of Detroit (23), Pamela Parker (22), Karen Whitmore of Detroit (21) and Vera Johnson of Detroit (20) achieved senior women’s second team status. Szachta and Finley are appearing for the fourth time, Dickerson her third, Whitmore her second, while Parker and Johnson earned the honor for the first time.
Points are tabulated on performance in the local, state and national tournaments; honor scores and league averages.
