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METRO DETROIT USBC BFTC EFFORTS SUCCESSFUL
The Metro Detroit USBC Association (MDUSBC) turned over a collective $19,567.44 to the United States Bowling Congress Bowl for the Cure effort. The fundraising took place primarily in the month of February. This represents a $4,277.59 increase over the 2007 effort of $15,289.85.
Three major fundraisers took place during the month. 

The first was an event conducted by MDUSBC on Feb. 9 at Cloverlanes in Livonia with a net donation of $1,576. A total of 60 participants enjoyed the day and raised money for the cause.
Next was the fourth annual at Indian Lanes in Wyandotte. This fundraiser took in $2,914 in donations making a three-year donation total of $8,546. Conducted on Feb. 17 the event was organized by Debbie Parsons with the support of proprietors Alan and Adeline DeBiasi.

The MDUSBC also conducted an event on Feb. 23 at Fairlanes in Madison Heights with a net donation of $9,795.80. There were 194 participants in the event. Event chairperson Aileen Hnidy solicited sponsorships from 22 different sponsors in addition to organizing several raffles and 50/50 drawings on the day of the event. A month long campaign supported by the adult and youth leagues at Fairlanes contributed to the success.
Sunnybrook Lanes in Sterling Heights solicited donations from their customers to the tune of $1,200 during the month. Laura Dembek and proprietors Randy and Cheryl Shank were very instrumental in organizing the drive.
Coupled with donations from several leagues namely S&B Ladies Classic at Bowl One Lanes in Troy ($1,266), Youth leagues at Fairlanes in Madison Heights ($505.55), Strikes & Spares at Fairlanes ($210.25), Dearborn Ladies at Oxford Lanes in Dearborn ($132), Continental Fun at Continental Lanes in Roseville ($107) and Striking Ladies at Fairlanes ($78) pushed the totals upward.
A new feature this year was the placing of pink pins placards in various centers within the MDUSBC which sold for one dollar each with all of the proceeds dedicated for Bowl for the Cure. A total of $2,936 was raised with this initiative. Participating centers included Biddle Bowl in Wyandotte, Bowlero Lanes in Royal Oak, Cloverlanes in Livonia, Continental Lanes in Roseville, Country Lanes in Farmington, Fairlanes in Madison Heights, Indian Lanes in Wyandotte, Luxury Lanes in Ferndale, Mayflower Lanes in Redford, Sunnybrook Lanes in Sterling Heights, Taylor Lanes in Taylor, 300 Bowl in Waterford Township, Wonderland Lanes in Commerce Township and Wonderland Lanes in Livonia. Additionally Community Bowling Centers, a chain operation with 14 centers within the MDUSBC jurisdiction, made a corporate contribution.
