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VIRGINIA AUSTIN WINS MDUSBC SENIOR QUEENS AT STERLING LANES

Virginia Austin of Detroit won the Metro Detroit USBC Association Senior Queens on Saturday with a 261-192 triumph over JoAnn Carter of Detroit at Sterling Lanes in Sterling Heights.

Austin was the top qualifier for the stepladder finals with a four-game total of 859 on games of 197-215-206-241. Austin took home the top prize of $150.

Carter qualified fifth with 714. In the stepladder finals she defeated Leona Obuchowski of Ferndale 246-167, Sue Hyvonen of St. Clair Shores 200-149 and Carol Martin of Lincoln Park 193-152 to advance to the championship match. Carter settled for $120.

This was the first year of the MDUSBC Senior Queens. Initial qualifying was done by senior women 50 years of age and older with their actual all-events of the recently completed MDUSBC Women’s Championship. The top eight advanced to the qualifying finals.

Other cashers were Martin who took home $100, Hyvonen $80, Obuchowski $60, Jane Clark of Warren $50, Carol Roberts of Ferndale $50 and Susan Szachta $50.

The MDUSBC Senior Queens Tournament is operated by the Metro Detroit USBC Association which serves over 70,000 adult and youth bowlers in the Metropolitan Detroit market and is the largest local association of the United States Bowling Congress.
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
